“In the beginning only three swaras were used for Sama Gana viz - Udatta, Anudatta

and Swarit.  Udatta denoted high, Anudatta low and Swarit was medium, in which there

was a combination of high and low.  To indicate these three swaras the numbers

1, 2 and 3 were used for Udatta, Anudatta and Swarit respectively above syllables of Mantras.

The usage of Udatta, Anudatta and Swarit swaras gave rise to three fold structure of

Samaveda - Archik Gana, Gathik Gana and Samik Gana.  When only one note was used, it

constituted Archik, when two notes were used it constituted Gathik and when three notes

were used it constituted Samik.  According to “Tattariya Pratishakhya” slowly from these

three notes, seven Samavedic swaras developed”.

“Dhrupad and Dhamar both have a distinct style of rendition.  In the beginning the

raga executed with the help of mnemonic syllables viz. Nom, Tom, Dere, Na etc.  This

portion of singing is known as Alap and is without and rhythmic accompaniment.  The Alap

culminates into fast rhythmic singing of mnemonics in the “Jod” pattern of

Instrumental music.  This is followed by composition.  The composition is sung with

various improvisations taking phrases of lyrics; this part is known as “Upaj” which is unique

to Dhrupad singing.  The improvisations are done by doubling, tripling or quadrupling the

actual tempo before returning to original tempo.  Dhamar is also rendered in a similar manner”.
