17th century saw the emergence of Chaturdandi Prakasika by Venkatamakhi.  The treatise
was a landmark and ushered in the modern era in the history of music.  The treatise
enumerated 72 Asampurna melakarta scheme, based on the 16 swarasthanas.  All the
72 melas and their janya ragas, the vivadi melas were musical possibilities.  The system was
called Kanakambari-Ratnambari scheme.  Later the system was revised and revamped by
Govindacharya as 72 sampurna mela paddhati, known as Kanakangi-Ratnangi scheme,
where the melas had krama sampurna Arohana and Avarohana.  The 72 melakarta scheme
opened the flood gates for the creation of unlimited number of janya ragas with specific
lakshanas.
